 A Letter from Ray Liewald
Dear Mr. Tony Adams,

I’m not sure if you know who I am, but my name is Ray Liewald. I was involved in the break in at your church in January. I know it’s been awhile, but it’s taken this long to finally get my head screwed on straight. I’m writing you to ask for your forgiveness. At first I didn’t believe I was worthy of any ones forgiveness. Then I got a letter from my father who is a Christian telling me that no I don’t deserve forgiveness but that God would forgive me because he loves me so much. I struggled with this for awhile. Then I was reading my Bible and I saw how Jesus forgave Paul and he was a persecutor of God’s people. Then I found the truth. God loves me. Then I knew I needed to tell you I am sorry. I want you to know I haven’t always been a bad guy. I went to your church when I was a kid. I was in your Boy Scout troop to. I went to camp at Bob Hardin in 1999 and 2000. If you are the same Pastor, you won the belly flop contest. My Dad was a scout leader there. His name is Wolfgang. I wish I hadn’t done the things I did. I’ll be 21 next month on the 17. Because of the things I’ve done, I’ll be in jail. I’ve spent the last 7 years away from home. I know that I have done some bad things and I will be a man about it and do my time. I think I’m going to get 7 years, but I want you to know that I am sorry. I don’t want you think my family is bad. They are good people. They are loving and kind. I let them down, embarrassed them, and hurt them. I hurt you and destroyed your property. I didn’t go inside your church that night, but I did help the man that I was with. So I’m responsible. Please forgive me and tell everyone in your church I’m sorry. I’m now a child of God and am a changed person. Its really hard here in jail to stay on track but I will stay strong and continue to have faith in God. I hope you can find it in your hearts to accept my apology. I was on drugs and had a really deep addiction that made me into a bad person. Now that I’m off the drugs God has a hand in my life. Well I’m gonna close this letter with thanks for taking the time to read this. If you can please respond to me to at least let me know you got this letter.
