
       In his book, The Greatest Moments in the Life of Christ, Max Lucado gives 

a moving description of the Triumphal Entry (Matthew 21:1-3).  He begins 

thusly: 

 

           “When we all get home, I know what I want to do.  There‟s someone I 

want to get to know.  I want to meet the fellow with the donkey.  I don‟t 

know his name or what he looks like.  I only know one thing:  what he gave.  

He gave his donkey to Jesus … 

 

 …As Jesus and his followers were coming closer to Jerusalem, they 

stopped at Bethpage at the hill called the Mount of Olives.  From there, Jesus 

sent two of his followers and said to them, „Go into the town you can see 

there.  When you enter it, you will quickly find a donkey tied there with its 

colt.  Untie them and bring them to me.  If anyone asks you why you are 

taking the donkeys, say that the Master needs them, and he will send them 

away at once.‟ 

 

           When we all get to heaven, I want to visit this guy.  I have several 

questions for him:  How did he know that it was Jesus that needed a donkey?  

Was it difficult to give something to Jesus for him to use?  I want to ask that 

question, because sometimes, it‟s hard for me.  Sometimes I like to keep my 

animals to myself.  Sometimes when God wants something, I act like I don‟t 

know that He needs it.     (Continues to next page) 
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           How did it feel to look out and see Jesus on the back of the don-

key that lived in your barn?  Were you proud?  Were you annoyed?  Did it 

ever occur to you that God was going to ride your donkey?  Were you 

aware that all four Gospel writers would tell your story? 

 

 Sometimes, I get the impression that God wants me to give something 

and sometimes I don‟t give it because I don‟t know for sure, and then I 

feel bad because I‟ve missed my chance.  And other times, too few times, I 

hear him and obey him, and then I feel honored that a gift of mine would 

be used to carry Jesus to another place. 

 

 You and I have that something in our lives, which if given back to 

God, could, like the donkey, move Jesus and his story further down the 

road.  It could be that God wants to mount your donkey and enter the 

walls of another city, another nation, another heart.  Do you let him? 

 

 That guy who gave Jesus the donkey is just one in a long line of folks 

who gave little things to a big God.  Scripture has quite a gallery of donkey

-givers.  In fact, heaven may have a shrine to honor God‟s uncommon use 

of the common.” 

 

 There‟s an old saying:  “It‟s not so much the big things as much as the 

little things that really count in life.”  This is precisely Lucado‟s point.  A 

good question for us as individuals, families and, indeed as a Church 

family is, “How willing are we to give the little things to God?” 

When we do this, the big issues will never overcome us.  How is God leading 

you in the smallest of ways?  How is He leading us, the Body of Christ, to 

turn the smallest issues and concerns completely over to Him?   In the fu-

ture, let‟s work together to truly surrender Belair UMC to God so that he 

may accomplish miracles through us!

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                          30 Hour Famine 
 

As this issue of the newsletter was being prepared, the Belair Youth group was preparing 

to go without food for 30 hours March 19-20 during the World Vision 30-Hour Famine. 

This is the second straight year the youth group has participated in the Famine. After 

eating lunch on Friday, students and leaders drink only clear liquids between then and 6:00 

p.m. Saturday. Like last year, the group was planning to sleep outside in cardboard boxes 

Friday night. The Famine experience includes a series of games called "Tribe." The games 

teach students about hunger, clean water, education and other issues related to poverty in 

developing countries. Leading up to the Famine, our students raised funds from family, 

friends, Belair members and neighbors. The group even did some door-to-door collecting. 

Around the world, one child dies every six to seven seconds from hunger-related issues. 

The 30-Hour Famine saves lives--each dollar raised will help feed and care for a child for 

one day. The final fundraising total will be announced as soon as we know it.
