We think we can’t live with-
out air conditioning, and boy we’ve needed it these past few weeks.  Granted, temperatures have 
been hovering close to 100 degrees and even the weather forecasters are telling us to stay indoors 
as much as possible and certainly to stay hydrated.  It seems no matter how much I water my 
plants, they are slowly dying off.  The figs are not ripening and are simply falling off the tree.  
Everywhere I look in the yard, the roots to all the shrubbery are now lying on top of the ground 
as they search for every drop of water.  It is important to take care of ourselves and drink plenty 
of water. 
 
 God’s Word tells us in John 4:14, “Everyone who drinks this water will be thirsty again, but 
whoever drinks the water I give him will never thirst.  Indeed, the water I give him will become 
in him a spring of water welling up to eternal life.” 
 
 It’s important to drink plenty of water and stay hydrated.  It’s even more important to 
drink from the well which shall never run dry – the spiritual water given freely by Jesus.
