 Between these beautiful warm days that God mixes in with the snow and cold 

weather and seeing the pottery and lawn and patio furniture reappearing on the shelves at 

Garden Ridge, I am ready for Spring.  How about you?  I know it‟s coming, but we‟re not 

quite there yet.  We have another few weeks of winter before we finally turn the corner. 

 Easter and all its glory is just around the corner as well.  But before we get there, we 

have to travel the road known as Lent.  Lent is the 40 day period (not counting Sundays) 

between Ash Wednesday (February 25 this year) and Easter (April 12 this year).  One of 

the most celebrated seasons in the Christian calendar year, it calls us to reflect upon our 

own mortality, to remember that from dust we came and to dust we shall return.  It calls us 

to re-examine ourselves in light of both the misery and the victory of the Cross. 

 During the “season in-between,” we are invited to walk with Christ upon the streets 

of suffering.  We are compelled to catch a glimpse of Calvary.  We are challenged to tread 

with Christ the rugged hills toward Golgotha, all the while remembering the resurrection 

hope which lies at the end of the journey. 

 During the Lenten season, I will be delivering a series of messages on Sunday morn-

ings dealing the Seven Last Words of Christ, and a series of Lenten meditations at our 

Wednesday evening Grounds of Faith.  Won‟t you join us for these services?
