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A Word from Pastor Gayle

Churches are often criticized by folks who say, “Tt’s all about numbers.” The ac-
cusation suggests that all churches care about is larger numbers in worship,
movre people in Sunday School, larger amounts dropped in the offering plates,
and more, more, more. The assumption is that no one really cares about “me” -
it’s only about growing numbers.

‘Well, to be honest, we are interested in numbers. We have set growth goals
for receiving new members. We have a church budget that stretches our giving
potential. "We are excited when our numbers in average worship attendance,
Sunday School, small groups, and other activities rise. On the other hand, when
any of these numbers turn downward, it’s cause for concern and we look for
ways to address the issue.

Why? Because numbers are, in fact, a measure of effectiveness. Not the
only measure, mind you, but every number we count represents a person that we
are attempting to reach with the gospel of Jesus Christ. Every dollar given in-
creases our ability to nurture our growth in Christ and to expand our witness
and mission beyond the doors of our church.

Following Peter’s sermon on the Day of Pentecost (Acts 2) “about three
thousand persons were added” to the growing church. And as the community
continued under the guidance of the Holy Spirit, “the Lord added to their num-
