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For the past few years Belair has supported the Pregnancy Care Center in Lancaster. The

Center is a non-profit organization and an interdenominational ministry of Jesus Christ,

-~ extending a loving hand to women in a crisis pregnancy. The objective is to minister to the
whole person, including emotional, spiritual and physical needs.

On Thursday, September 18 seven Belair members attended the 2008 Fundraisng Banquet
and delivered $700 donated by our congregation to be used for the PCC clients. The Banquet
was a celebration of 10 years of ministry by the Pregnancy Care Center in Lancaster. In 2007
the center had 458 client visits and until August 2008 there were 546 visits. This shows the need
for this service.

While financial support is crucial, there are other ways to support the PCC. Clients earn points
by attending classes and can spend those points in the center store. The store is stocked with
donated maternity and baby clothes sizes newborn to size 6. These donations are always
welcome.

Tina Black is our Belair liaison and that, in itself, is a great volunteer service. The Center is
always looking for other volunteers and provides training for everything from hands on service to
counseling depending on the talents of those who would like to serve. Call 803-286-5900 to find
out how you can volunteer at the Pink House at 718 S. Main Street in Lancaster.

HOW WILL THE CHURCH BE LIGHTED?

Several centuries ago in a mountain village in Europe , a wealthy nobleman wondered what legacy he
should leave to his townspeople. He made a good decision. He decided to build them a church. No one was
permitted to see the plans or the inside of the church until it was finished. At its grand opening, the people
gathered and marveled at the beauty of the new church. Everything had been thought of and included.

It was a masterpiece. But then someone said, "Wait a minute! Where are the lamps? It is really quite dark
in here. How will the church be lighted?" The nobleman pointed to some brackets in the walls, and then he
gave each family a lamp, which they were to bring with them each time they came to worship. "Each time
you are here" the nobleman said, "the place where you are seated will be lighted. Each time you are not here,
that place will be dark. This is to remind you that whenever you fail to come to church, some part of God's
house will be dark."

That's a poignant story, isn't it? And it makes a very significant point about the importance of our commit-
ment and loyalty to the church. The poet Edward Everett Hale put it like this:

I am only one, but still I am one.
I cannot do everything, but still I can do something;
And because I cannot do everything I will not refuse to do the something I can do.

What if every member of your church supported the church just as you do? What kind of church would
you have? What if every single member served the church, attended the church, loved the church, shared the
church, and gave to the church exactly as you do? What kind of church would you be?
